Battleship Commission – Exploreum of the Gulf Coast - Funds

USS ALABAMA Battleship Commis​sion and Exploreum of the Gulf Coast may agree to sell joint admis​sions tickets.

Dear Mr. Tunnell:


This opinion of the Attorney General is issued in response to your request on behalf of the USS ALABAMA Battleship Commission.

QUESTION


May the USS ALABAMA Battleship Com​mission and the Exploreum of the Gulf Coast offer the public a joint admissions ticket whereby a visitor may purchase, for a single price, a ticket for admission to both the Battleship Park and the Exploreum?

FACTS, LAW, ANALYSIS, AND CONCLUSION


In an opinion issued on February 25, 1994, to Honorable Frank G. Dengler, then Executive Director of the Battleship Memorial Park, this Office observed:


The USS ALABAMA Battleship Commis​sion, as a body corporate, has full authority to contract with a private company for the consign​ment and sale of admission tickets to the Battle​ship Memorial Park.  Collections and disburse​ments of funds may be established by agreement.

A.G. Opinion to Honorable Frank G. Dengler, Executive Director, Battle​ship Memorial Park, dated February 25, 1994, A.G. No. 94-00098.


As we understand the facts, the Exploreum of the Gulf Coast is a private, nonprofit corporation that operates an educational museum in a building owned by the City of Mobile and leased to the Exploreum.  There does not appear to be a significant difference between the proposed coop​eration between the Commission and the Exploreum and the arrangement involving Alabama Cruises, Inc., discussed in the opinion to Dengler.  Accordingly, it is the opinion of this Office that the USS ALABAMA Battleship Commission may enter into an agreement with the Exploreum of the Gulf Coast whereby each entity may issue an admissions ticket for both the Battleship Park and the Exploreum at a price to be agreed upon by the Commission and the Exploreum.
