The term of office of the person elected in November 2000 as Superintendent of Education of Lawrence County begins on July 1, 2001, and ends on January 1, 2005.

Dear Superintendent Collins:

This opinion of the Attorney General is issued in response to your request as the Superintendent of Education of Lawrence County.

QUESTION

I am requesting an opinion answer to the question of the ending date of my term.

FACTS AND ANALYSIS


According to your request, you were elected Superintendent of Edu​cation of Lawrence County in November 1996, and you took office on July 1, 1997.  As you note in your request, this Office recently addressed the term of office of elected county superintendents of education who were elected in 1996 and took office on July 1, 1997, in an Opinion to the Honorable Gerald Dial, Member, Alabama State Senate, dated August 14, 2000, A.G. No. 2000-209, a copy of which is attached for your reference.  In accordance with the analysis in our previous Opinion, your term of office ends on July 1, 2001.  The term of office of the person elected in November 2000 as Superintendent of Education of Lawrence County (whether you or someone else) begins on July 1, 2001, and ends on January 1, 2005.

CONCLUSION


The term of office of the current Superintendent of Education of Lawrence County, who was elected in 1996 and took office on July 1, 1997, ends on July 1, 2001.  The term of office of the person elected in November 2000 as Superintendent of Education of Lawrence County begins on July 1, 2001, and ends on January 1, 2005.
