Tourism and Travel, Bureau of - Advisory Boards

Act No. 2002-405 will become effective on July 1, 2002.

New members of the Advisory Board to the Bureau of Tourism and Travel should either be nominated or notified before July 1, 2002.

Only the 21 members included in Act No. 2002-405 will serve on the Advisory Board to the Bureau of Tourism and Travel.  No other members are authorized by law to be a member of this Board, regardless of status as members prior to the passage of Act No. 2002-405.

Dear Mr. Berson:


This opinion of the Attorney General is issued in response to your request on behalf of the Bureau of Tourism and Travel.

QUESTION 1


When does Act No. 2002-405 become effective?

FACTS, ANALYSIS, AND CONCLUSION


Act No. 2002-405 was signed into law on April 17, 2002.  This act provides that it “shall become effective on the first day of the third month following its passage and approval by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.”  2002 Ala. Acts No. 2002-405.  The date specified by law is July 1, 2002.

QUESTION 2

When will the members of the newly cre​ated Tourism and Travel Board need to be put in place?

FACTS AND ANALYSIS


Act No. 2002-405 will become effective on July 1, 2002.  The new ex officio members of the Board should be notified before July 1, 2002.  The non-ex officio members need to be nominated by the Governor by July 1, 2002.

CONCLUSION


All of the new members of the Advisory Board to the Bureau of Tourism and Travel should either be nominated or notified before July 1, 2002.

QUESTION 3


Is Act No. 2002-405 specific as to 21 members?

FACTS AND ANALYSIS


Act No. 2002-405 specifically states that the Advisory Board to the Alabama Bureau of Tourism and Travel will be comprised of 21 members, six of whom will automatically serve on the Board as a result of their position as a director of another organization.  The other 15 members are nominated by the Governor, who is bound by the limitations prescribed in the statute itself.

CONCLUSION


Only the 21 members included in Act No. 2002-405 will serve on the Advisory Board to the Bureau of Tourism and Travel.  No other mem​bers are authorized by law to be a member of this Board, regardless of status as members prior to the passage of Act No. 2002-405.
