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The Wilcox County Commission may, for adequate consideration, contract with the Wilcox Children Policy Council to provide payroll support for the payment of the Youth Development Facilitator.

	This opinion of the Attorney General is issued in response to your request on behalf of the Wilcox County Commission.








QUESTION





	May the Wilcox County Commission provide payroll services for the Youth Develop-ment Facilitator, who will not be an employee of Wilcox County, and provide these payroll ser-vices along with the county’s payroll?








FACTS AND ANALYSIS





	In your request, you state that the Children Policy Council in Wil-cox County was established by an act of the Legislature and has received grant funding from ADECA to hire a Youth Development Facilitator.  The district judge is a member of the Policy Council and has asked the county commission to allow the Facilitator to be put on the county payroll for payment of salary, payroll taxes, etc.  It is the understanding of this Office that the grant funds would be used for the payment of the Facili-tator and also for the payment of taxes and fringe benefits.  In addition, the county would be paid $50 per month as an administrative fee for the handling and processing of these payments.





	In a former opinion of this Office to the Honorable Jimmy F. Carnes, Attorney for Marshall County, dated July 22, 2002, A.G. No. 2002-289, this Office stated that the county could process and handle the payroll for private and public agencies if the expenditures were deemed to be for a public purpose.  The opinion further stated that a better practice would be for the county commission to contract with the organization with the assurance that the county would receive adequate consideration for the costs.  This appears to be exactly what is contemplated in your request, and it is the opinion of this Office that this is an acceptable process.








CONCLUSION





	The Wilcox County Commission may contract with the Wilcox Children Policy Council to place the Youth Development Facilitator on the county payroll.  The Facilitator will be paid by grant funds available to the county, and adequate consideration will be paid to the county by the Children Policy Council to offset the costs to the county in the use of their payroll system for the Facilitator.
